In 2010, although we will continue to focus on cash flow generation and cost
containment, a strong balance sheet and improved business outlook will allow us to
pursue more aggressive growth strategies.

The key risk to 2010 performance is gas price weakness.
2010 should be a better year for the Fluids Division, due to:
* expected increase in demand for GOM deepwater services,

* anticipated increase in activity in Brazil, and
» positive impact from El Dorado plant.

The Offshore Services segment reported record pre-tax earnings for the full-year 2009;
outlook remains positive in 2010.

2009 was a recovery year for Maritech following Hurricane lke; 2010 should be
substantially better. Maritech collected a $40 million settlement of Hurricane
Katrina/Rita claims in 2009.

Compressco delivered respectable margins in a difficult market in 20009.

The Production Enhancement Division (which combines the Production Testing and
Compressco segments) should see improved results in 2010 as the domestic gas
market recovers.

Each of our service-related segments will continue to focus on opportunities for
